I have and will continue to share my experiences with others so that I can help the service delivery system to understand the value in helping our communities to see the people we serve as people first, and people who have great value in our communities and to the business world. Additionally, we took this opportunity to educate, both internally and externally, that these services represented only about 10% of our services. As a provider, we have always seen the value in an extensive service delivery portfolio, with multiple funding sources.  
In addition to my role as the Senior VP who oversees all of our Mission and Business Services across 22 counties and has been working at my agency for over 30 years, I have also served as a Board member and President of the Pennsylvania Rehabilitation Association, an active member of RCPA and have recently been approved by the Governor to serve as the Business Representative to the PA Rehabilitation Council. The mission of this Council is to inform and advise the Office of Vocational Rehabilitation, the State Board of Vocational Rehabilitation, the Legislature, and the Governor on the diverse issues affecting employment of people with disabilities.
